. CALLTO ORDER
Co-Chair Syndi Croad called the meeting fo order at 9:10 a.m., and self-
infroductions were made.

II. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES

Linda Guthmann-Krieger made a motion to approve the minutes from the
September 23 and October 28 Public Safety Task Force meetings. Croad
seconded the motion. Allin favor; none opposed.

lll. TASK FORCE UPDATES

Aggressive Panhandling Ordinance

Mary Coburn reported that the City Prosecutor, City Attorney, LBPD, and
DLBA representatives were meeting to discuss the draft aggressive
panhandling ordinance on November 19. The Task Force discussed the
difference between designating the offense as a misdemeanor or an
infraction. Cmdr. Joe Stilinovich noted that if LBPD witnessing the action, the
officer can arrest or cite aggressive panhandlers if it is an infraction.
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However, if it is a misdemeanor, a victim must press charges, which was
Cmadr. Stilinovich's preference. Guthmann-Krieger noted that some are
reluctant to press charges, especially if they are visiting from out of town. Sgt.
Ted Reno mentioned that an infraction relies on an officer’s opinion. Coburn
inquired if a Downtown Guide could serve as the victim for an infraction, and
Sgt. Reno said a Guide could not. Sgt. Reno added that if an individual has
several outstanding tickets, an officer would be able to arrest the individual.
With several warrants, an individual could go to jail, and then perhaps be
released upon the court date as time served. Coburn asked if restaurants
could have a restraining order for aggressive panhandlers that frequently
target a specific restaurant. Pilbeam asked if the ordinance could be
amended from a misdemeanor to an infraction at a later fime if deemed
necessary, and Comdr. Stilinovich stated that it was a possibility. Croad
recommended distributing an education piece to businesses after the
ordinance is passed. Coburn requested that any additional comments
should be provided before the meeting on November 19.

LBPD Report

Cmdr. Stilinovich reported that garage burglaries, particularly at private
residences with insufficient locks, were higher than average, but otherwise
crime statistics were lower than average. Cmdr. Stilinovich added that the
three critically missing people have not yet been located and mentioned a
new program of distributing location bracelets to those susceptible to
becoming disoriented or lost.

Clean and Safe Statistics
Coburn offered to e-mail the Clean and Safe statistics for October to the Task
Force for their reference.

2011 Goal Setting

Coburn then asked the Task Force for suggestions regarding the Task Force's
goalsin 2011. The key issues identified were continuing work on the
aggressive panhandling ordinance, medical marijuana, the entertainment
district, homeless issues, and perhaps Clean and Safe service hours given the
pending renewal of the Property-Based Improvement District.

IV. OLD BUSINESS
There was no old business.
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V. NEW BUSINESS
Janet Moore advised the Task Force that the medical marijuana ordinance

would be discussed at City Council the evening of November ¢ and
suggested that the Task Force or DLBA Board review the issue in the future.

The Task Force agreed not to have a regular meeting in December, but only
to have a goal-setting lunch on December 13.

The Task Force also considered meeting the last Tuesday of the month, with
the next meeting possibly on January 25 at 9:00 a.m.

VI. PUBLIC COMMENTS
There were no public comments.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:15 a.m.
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
